
On the following pages is a basic outline of how a show 
jumping rally might go.  At the time of it’s writing, the Del-
marva rallies were organized with 3 jumping rounds.  A rider 
went from round 1 directly to round 2.  The course layout for 
round 3 was then dispatched and round 3 commenced.   
 
The organization, of course, may be different in your re-
gion.  Be flexible and adjust your explanation accordingly.   
 
For me, the main points to emphasize were to: 
1) do preparations beforehand.  
2) When arriving at the rally grounds, help the horse first.  

Then help your team. 
3) No one rides without being checked.  Generally:  
 > walk course 
 > formal or safety check 
 > warm up 
 > ride course 
4) you are on a TEAM.  Help each other.  Help set up, help 
getting ready to ride, help clean up, help break down and 
unpack.  
5) be grateful for the opportunity.  Thank everyone; coach-
es, rally officials, drivers, you pony club officers, and most 
especially, your parents.
